Council President Garver opened a discussion pertaining to the Battelle property which is in the process of being annexed into the village. Dianne Bradford’s family owns land next to the Battele land and she has concerns about where the water and sewer lines will be run and the environmental impact. A representative from Battelle told her that they will use directional drilling, a safe method to go under Little Darby Creek. They will run the lines along Middle Pike and then East to Battelle’s main property. Mr. Bob Fry owns land at High Free Pike and Rt. 142 and asked about the feasibility of tying into Battelle’s water and sewer lines. Battelle told him that the line  should be able to accommodate tap-ins but there would of course be a tap-in fee based on the number of acres being served. There were also some concerns about Battelle’s wastewater. They explained that a portion of Battelle’s waste water is collected in containers and shipped off for disposal, and a portion will be pretreated at the Battelle site before being sent to the Village wastewater treatment plant, but most of it will go directly to the Village’s wastewater treatment plant. The Battelle representatives assured that no harmful waste would be sent to the plant. It is all governed by the strict guidelines of U.S. and State authorities.

Public Hearing  to consider a proposed Ordinance accepting the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission to amend the current zoning ordinance by adding a new zoning district called “Research Industrial District” (RID). Several Battelle representatives were on hand (Brian Ogle, Adam Wagenbach, Anthony Hebron, and James G. Ryan along with their Counsel, David Dye) to explain why the new zoning district is needed. Due to Battele’s uniqueness as a research and development facility it is probably the only facility of its kind in the world. Battelle plans a major expansion to the West Jefferson facility on the 1090 acres currently being annexed into the Village. The expansion will require them to tie into the Village water and sewer systems to meet EPA requirements. The expansion will create approximately 200 new jobs over the next five years. West Jefferson does not currently have a zoning district that fits the unique needs of Battelle.
