By extending the TIF we would pick up the value of 
increase in land and buildings. Duke is proposing that 80 percent of the TIF go to projects 
until they are paid off. Mr. Parsons feels that the TIF money should not be used for 
anything inside of the Industrial Park except what was previously agreed to, i.e. water 
tower. He feels it should be used for infrastructure improvements along SR 29.
