Recognition of Guests: Mike Clark said he was concerned with the amount of on-street  parking that will be lost on Main St. with the Downtown Reconstruction project. Mayor Hockenbery explained that some parking will be lost regardless because we plan to be in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act. Currently the parking is too close to the crosswalk. Diane Forrest, who also owns property on Main St., suggested that we put in diagonal head in parking. The Mayor explained that Main St. is not wide enough and ODOT would not allow it on Rt. 40. That discussion has already taken place. The plan under consideration is to have three lanes, one each direction with a turn lane in the middle and widening of the parking lanes. Kay Flowers also added some suggestions for Council such as setting a theme for the downtown area and offering tax abatements to businesses.
