Resolution 06-008, authorizing the Public Service Director to obtain technical 
supervision for the wastewater treatment plant  as per the OEPA directive until which 
time a permanent full time Class III operator can be hired.


Discussion: The Mayor reported that he and Harold Walker  met with the Ohio 
Environmental Protection Agency to discuss several issues. They did explain why the 
Village was reclassified to a Class III Sewer Plant. The plant will be allowed to run under 
a technical supervisor until such time as our current license expires in 2008. However, 
this would be at the discretion of the OEPA. The Mayor mentioned that he has received a 
letter stating that we are now a Class III operation and that we are in compliance. The 
technical supervisor must be in place by March 1, 2006.

Resolution 06-009, a resolution declaring the necessity of levying an additional tax on 
income at the rate of one percent (1%), in addition to the one percent (1%) currently 
being levied and being collected, to be collected commencing January 1, 2007, and 
establishing a credit for municipal taxes paid to outside municipalities by Village 


Residents, limited to a maximum rate of one percent (1%) paid on said outside income 
and submitting the same to the electors of the Village of West Jefferson.

Discussion: Law Director Ron Parsons explained that he combined the tax increase and 
the credit issue on the resolution so that voters will be more aware. The cutoff date for 
filing for the May primary is February 16, 2005. If it is passed by Council, the Clerk will 
file a certified copy of the Resolution and the proposed ordinance with the Madison 
County Board of Elections tomorrow.
