Mr. Matthew Grashom expressed concern about the village not having a grocery store. Mayor Hockenbery assured him that it is not a dead issue and that he has talked with local grocery store owners and is working with the Madison County Chamber of Commerce trying to attract a grocery store to West Jefferson. 

Mr. Todd Elfrink addressed Council with his vision of a community center/recreation facility for the Township and the Village of West Jefferson. He stated that in order for it to become a reality it would take a partnership between the school system, the township, and the village, before taking it to the voters. He is currently working on a conceptual plan with local architect Dean Bollinger.

Ordinance 08-027, amending ordinance 07-053 and accepting changes to the Conceptual Master Site Plan for the West Jefferson Commerce Park, as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission and declaring an emergency.

Discussion: Mr. Brad Johnson, Partner/Owner of West Jefferson Partners LLC, addressed Council along with his legal counsel, Mr Tom Hart, informing Council that West Jeff Partners is in last stages of acquiring the remaining parcels of property in the West Jefferson Commerce Park currently owned by MTB Corporation. The following is a brief overview of the changes to the Conceptual Master Site Plan as reviewed and recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission:

1) Commerce Park Will no longer be a through road to State Route 40.

2) The public part of Commerce Parkway will end at Walker Way.

3) Future development of the MTB property necessitates this change.
