Discussion on a proposed ordinance authorizing the Mayor to enter into a Tax Increment Financing Agreement by and between the Village of West Jefferson and Battelle Memorial Institute. Mr. David Dye and Village attorney Ron Parsons were on hand to discuss the Tiff agreement and answer questions. The legislation on the TIF agreement will probably be forthcoming at the next Council meeting.

Recognition of Madison Garden Center. Mayor Hockenbery read a plaque and Certificate of Appreciation which is to be presented to the Madison Garden Center. It reads, “Whereas the Madison Garden Center has generously donated and planted the flower arrangements in the barrels in the downtown business district for the past two years. The Mayor and council sincerely appreciate your contribution to the beautification of downtown West Jefferson.”

Ordinance 09-029, authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract with Waste Management to provide refuse collection services to residents in the Village of West Jefferson at a monthly rate of $16.01 per household for an annual cost to the Village of $308,736.84 beginning August 1, 2009 and ending July 31, 2012 and declaring an emergency.
